Eligibility:   
The Kids Fun Arts Festival is open to students in grades 2nd – 6th or ages 7– 12. 
 
Cost & Registration: 
Cost is $10 per student.  Simply fill out the registration form and check off each entry you 
would like to participate in.  All entries should be mailed to: Fun Arts Festival, PO Box 1965, 
Grand Island, NE  68802.  Check(s) should be included with the entries. Checks can be 
made out to NDC (or Nebraska District Council). 
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THERE IS A LIMIT OF 3 ENTRIES PER STUDENT.  

 
Evaluations: 
Each student will receive a Score Sheet evaluation & encouragement from each judge 
(coach) in the category they are participating in. They will be evaluated by a point system. 
(Look at divisions for evaluation information.) 
 
Awards: 
All participants will receive a Certificate of Participation.  Those with a Superior rating will 
receive a ribbon.  
 
Please explain to your students how awards will be given. 
 
General Guidelines: 
·  It is the responsibility of each parent and or adult sponsor to be familiar with the rules. A 

parent / adult sponsor’s signature on the registration form indicates that they have read 
and will abide by the rules as stated. 

 
·  All content used for any entry must be Christian in theme and taste. 
 
·  No individual or individuals in a group may register for more than one entry in the same 

category of a division. The total number of categories a participant may enter is limited to 
three. 

 
·  In group entries, substitutions may be made in case of an emergency.  
 
·  Festival participants should always be mindful of their representation of Christ in regard to 

their behavior.

I. Music Division  
 
 
Female Vocal Solo  ages 7-9 and ages 10-12 
Male Vocal Solo  ages 7-9 and ages 10-12 
Vocal Ensemble  (2-10 participants) 
Choir    (over 10 participants) 
Instrumental solo                           
Instrumental Ensemble      (2-10 participants) 
 
 
Evaluations:  
Each entry will be evaluated on the following criteria: 
Opening:  audience contact, expression, poise, posture and platform presence. 
Contact / Selection:  appropriateness, suitable for voice or instrument, arrangement and 
communication. 
Presentation / Technique:  Rhythmic stability, dynamics, pronouncing words clearly, tone 
quality, blend (ensembles and choirs) 
Effectiveness:  ministry, preparation and application. 
 
 
Rules    
1. Christian music must be used. Exception: Instrumentals. 
2. Tape / CD accompaniment is permissible in all music division categories. Background 

vocals are permitted only for vocal soloists.   
3. Students using sound tracks cannot sing a song or “lip sync” with main singers voice.   
4.  A 5 minute time limit will be imposed for each presentation.

Evaluations :   
Each entry will be evaluated on the following criteria: 
Opening:  Introduction and appropriateness. 
Content:  Overall communication, opening, development, conclusion, and character portrayal.  
Presentation:  Introduced, developed, and concluded the drama, used facial and body 
movements to communicate emotions, remembered parts, self control, focus and specific 
mime / drama techniques. 
Effectiveness: Ministry, preparation and application. 
 
 
Rules  
1. Any verbal communication during drama presentation must be memorized, including 

Scripture quotations. 
2. The use of sets (excluding backdrops) and props is permitted.   
3. The wearing of costumes is permitted.  
4. The use of instrumental audio tapes / CD (without vocal or background vocals) is 

permitted for drama entries.  
5. A seven minute time limit will be imposed for each presentation, with a three minute limit 

for setup. 
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III. Human Video  
 
 
Human Video Solo 
Human Video Group (2-10 participants) 
 
 
Evaluations:   
Each entry will be evaluated on the following criteria: 
Opening:  Introduction and development. 
Content:  Overall communication, creativity and freshness of expression. 
Presentation: Stayed on the song, use of body, prepared, represent characters well, 
conveyed meaning of the song, use of body, confidence / self confidence, focus. 
Effectiveness:  Ministry, preparation and application. 
 
 
Rules  
1. The use of sets and props is permitted.  
2. Human Video entries will be allowed the use of costumes. 
3. Only Christian music is permitted for Human Video entries.  
4. Human Video presentations may include “lip sync.”  
5. A seven minute limit will be imposed for the presentation. 
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IV. Communication

Evaluation  
Each entry will be evaluated on the following criteria: 
Opening:  Adequately introduced, developed, and concluded the presentation 
Selection:  Christian message, overall communication,  freshness of expression. 
Content:  Passage usage, illustrations, stories 
Presentation:  Changes voice from loud to soft, pronounces words clearly, uses facial and 
body movements to convey emotions, eye contact with the audience, confident and prepared, 
conveyed the meaning of the passage, message, story, lesson or illusion. 
Effectiveness:  Ministry and application 
 
 
Note:  
Bible Memorization : Any Scripture passage can be selected, but student must memorize 3 
verses or more. 
 
 
Short Sermon : A sermon of participant’s choosing. Five minute time limit, three minute set 
up.  The short sermon should reflect the theme, “Extraordinary” . 
 
 
Gospel Illusion:  An illusion or gospel trick.   Participant should connect the illusion with the 
Christian message. 
 
 
Rules:  

1. Only one participant at a time may participate in this category. 
2. The passage should be from the NIV translation. 
3. The content of the message must be scripturally accurate.  
4. Participants presenting a short sermon may use notes.   
5. Props and costumes are allowed. 
6. There will be a 5 minutes time limit for each presentation and a three minute setup 

limit. EXCEPTIONS: Bible Memorization which has a three minute time limit and no 
setup time.

Evaluation:  Each entry will be evaluated on the following: 
Music Selection:  Appropriateness for each individual division. Interpretive Worship must be 
Praise / Worship music. 
Content:  Used appropriate choreography / props to interpret the song. Opening, 
development, conclusion. 
Presentation:  Body movement (does it flow well), emotional responsiveness, facial 
expressions, self-control, if group (in sync with each other), creative use of props, creativity, 
and effectiveness. Appropriate use of sign language. Staying focused, confident, smiled. 
Effectiveness:  Ministry, preparation, application. 
 
 
Rules: 

1. The use of props is permitted. 
2. The used of costumes is permitted. Costumes must be modest.  
3. All Creative Movements are to be worshipful in Spirit and edifying to the Lord. 
4. A seven minute time limit will be imposed for each presentation. 
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VI. Puppets  
 
Puppetry Solo

Evaluation: 
Each category will be evaluated on the following criteria: 
Opening:  Introduction and appropriateness. 
Content:  Good flow of song / skit development, script originality. 
Presentation:  Used props, black lights, sound and / or signs well. Kept the head from going 
back while opening mouth. Made the puppet make frequent eye contact with the audience. 
Enters and exited the stage like going up and down stairs. Moved the puppets body to 
express emotion. Made the mouth open and close with the words. Kept puppet above stage 
without sinking. 
Effectiveness:  Made puppet seem real. Effectively ministered. 
 
 
Rules: 

1. Puppetry may use recorded music or dialogue.  
2. Props may be used, including but not limited to black lights and strobes. 
3. A puppet stage will be provided. 
4. A seven minute time limit for each presentation, with a three minute set up time. 
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VII. Writing

Evaluation: 
Each Creative Writing entry will be evaluated on the following criteria: 
Interpretation:  Adequately introduced, and ended your writing, used descriptive words, 
flow of thought, transitional elements. 
Creativity / Clarity:  Use of language and freshness of emotion, organization, diction and 
sentence structure. 
Grammatical Usage:  Uses proper grammar and spelling. 
Theme:  Expressed festival theme, “Extraordinary.” 
Effectiveness:  Ministered through your writing, moved the reader. 
 
 
Rules: 
1. Short Story may have minimum of 100 words and maximum of 400 words. 
2. Poetry may be rhymed or free verse with a maximum of 25 lines. 
3. Entries must be printed legibly or typed. 
4.   Entries must be on 8½  X 11, white paper.  
5. A separate title page should include title, author’s name, church name and church  

location. 
6. The child’s name and church address must be attached to the entry.  
7. The entry must be brought to the event 
8. The entry should be picked up after the Festival.

VIII. Visual Art  
 
Drawing

Evaluation: 
Each art presentation will be evaluated on the following criteria: 
Presentation:  Displayed your artwork, had interesting designs, background, and shapes. 
Used color and/ or shadows, showed uniqueness and originality. 
Formal Concerns : Composition, visual interest, over all impression. 
Preparation:  Put a lot of effort and details into your work, used your imagination to be 
creative. 
Theme:  Reflected the festival theme –  “Extraordinary.”   
Effectiveness:  Ministered through your artwork, and moved the viewer. 
 
 
Rules  

1. Artwork must follow festival theme – “Extraordinary.”   
2. Child’s name and address and church must be attached to the back of the artwork / 

photography. 
3. Entry must be brought to the event. 
4. The entry should be picked up after the Festival.  
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III. Missions  
 
Country Display 
 
 
For this category the child can choose between researching a country or missionary. They 
may choose to tell about various needs and missionary efforts that are in the area or they 
may choose to give tribute to a particular missionary through their display.  The missionary 
represented should be an Assemblies of God missionary. 
 
 
Evaluation:  
Each entry will be evaluated on the following criteria: 
Preparation:  Neatly write or type your report. Put a lot of effort and details in your work. 
Used proper grammar in your report. 
Presentation:  Creatively display your creation. Describe the purpose of your project; reflect 
the Festival theme; show uniqueness and originality; use your imagination to be creative. 
Effectiveness:  Ministry and emotional connectedness to the project. 
 
 
Rules:  

1   There must be a map showing where the country is located. 
2. Information about the country, missionary or missionaries that minister in that country 

must be provided through your report. The information provided must be between 200 
– 400 words. 

3. Pictures of the country and missionaries in that country should be on display. 
4. The participant’s name and church address must be attached to the back of the 

display. 
5. The entry must be brought to the registration on Friday evening or Saturday morning. 
6. The entry can be picked up after the festival.
